1. An làthair agus leisgeulan / Present and Apologies
Brian O h Eadhra, Dawn Morgan, Ellen Crawford, Mary Morrison, Iain Hamilton, Gordon Douglas, Lisa Howarth, Cheryl Heggie, Dolina Grant

Apologies – there were no apologies
2. Gearr-chunntas na coinneimh mu dheireadh / Previous Minutes
Approved Lisa, seconded by Brian. Brian thanked Ellen for writing up the minute in Dawn's absense.

3. Gnothaichean ag èirigh / Matters Arising
The Glenurquhart parents have their own Gàidhlig sa Ghleann support group, but are aware of our group and would be welcome to attend if they wished. Some of the parents from Glenurquhart have attended the Parental Workshops. Nairn also have their own CnP group. CnP(N) has agreed to organise regional meetings so that groups can come together socially and to discuss any joint issues. 
4. Ro-sgoil / Pre-school
Cheryl Heggie is the Chair of Ceuman Beaga and has agreed to be the pre-school representative. She said that the group is lacking Gaelic input at present as although there is a tutor there is no playworker. Highland Council have agreed to help with advertising for the post. 

It was suggested that the tutor could distribute new parent packs and copies of the Fios is Freagairt booklets so that parents would have more information on Gaelic-medium education. 

CnP could help be having a job description and advert on our website and also by distributing on the e-mail list. Cheryl added that committee members were also needed by the group.

Action: Cheryl – send details to Dawn, Dawn – put info on website and email to parents/other interested parties

5. Bun-sgoil / Primary
Two after-school posts have been successfully filled with Gaelic speakers. The Head post has not yet been advertised. A two-classroom extension to the school has been approved and it is thought that it will be ready by August 2010. After-school activities re-start this week. Shinty will be starting with 3 volunteer coaches (one of whom is a Gaelic speaker). There is a training day at the end of February. There are clubs for athletics, football, drama and a community choir (with 21 children registered). A music teacher has been appointed. Fèis activities are also ongoing.

6. Àrd-sgoil / High School
Brian reported that the meeting on 21st December did not go ahead. 

John Considine (Previous IRA Rector) has been seconded to the post of Head of Education for 2 years.

7. Aithisg Ionmhasair / Treasurer Report
Iain has taken over the treasurer post and reported that there is presently £1758 in the bank account. Most of this sum is the grant from Bòrd na Gàidhlig. The accounts need returning to OSCR asap and Iain agreed to contact them.

8. Comann nam Pàrant (Nàiseanta) 

 Dawn reported that the Parental Advocacy scheme is expanding and that there is soon to be a meeting with Bòrd na Gàidhlig to discuss funding for CnP(N) and staffing.

9. Buthan-obrach phàrantan / Parental Workshops
2 workshops have been held at the school and have been very successful. Brain ran a music and song workshop and Lisa Storey did Gaelic in the Home. 

It was agreed that we should run 3 further workshops next term, funding permitting – another Gaelic music and song, another Gaelic in the Home and one on Resources for Parents – Gaelic4Parents website and BBCAlba etc. Possibly also Ulpan taster session.

Action: Dawn – report to Bòrd na Gàidhlig re progress. Also to make report available to CnPN and other groups.

10. Mòr-ionad Gàidhlig Inbhir Nis / Inverness Gaelic Hub
Bòrd na Gàidhlig have the Synergy report and they will decide when to release publically. FGIN are planning to set up a social enterprise to draw down funding and hope to get funds to appoint an Officer. 

11. Gisbe / AOCB

Promotion of group was discussed. Picture of workshops in press. Posters.
